Safety instructions

1) Please read these instructions carefully before use
and keep them for future reference.

3) Before plugging or unplugging from the power
supply make sure to set the temperature knob at the
“OFF"” position.

4) Never pull the cord. Unplug it by grasping the plug.
5) Do not leave the iron unattended while it is
connected to the power supply.

6) Do not let the cord to get in touch with hot
surfaces. Let the iron cool down completely before
storing it.

7) When not using the iron always place it vertically on
its base on a stable surface.

8) The iron must not be used if it has been dropped
and if there are any signs of damage.

9) If the cord of this appliance is damaged, it shall be
replaced by a qualified technician in order to avoid any
hazard.

Operation

i Note:

Please follow the ironing instructions on the labels.
1) Iron-heating is quicker than its cooling. Therefore,
start ironing the clothes that require a lower ironing
temperature (synthetic fiber fabric and silk), and then
iron the clothes of other materials requiring higher
temperatures (woolen, cotton etc.).

2) Place the iron vertically and set the temperature
knob to “MIN” position.

3) Insert the plug into the socket and set the
temperature knob to the temperature point required
by the clothes material and the material mark
indicated on the thermostat knob. Start ironing when
the indicator light turns off.

Setting the temperature
Turn the thermostat knob to the position required
according to the following markings

° Nylon/Silk (low temperature)
o0 Wool (medium temperature)
(XX

Cotton/Linen (high temperature)

Care and clean

Turn the thermostat knob to "MIN" position, unplug
the iron from the socket and let it cool down
completely.

Clean the iron with a damp cloth. Do not immerse the
unit into water or other liquids.

Never use scouring pads, abrasive or chemical
cleaners, or solvents to clean the housing

or the soleplate of your iron as this will cause
scratches and/or damage the surface.

i Note:
Avoid ironing over zippers or rivets of jeans and other
sharp parts, as they could scratch the soleplate.
